Her hot tip for parents is to talk to their kids 
about money from an early age. 
“They’re never too young to talk about money”, she 
said.

As kids 
grow up they then should be able to compare the prices 
of different products by shopping around.” 
She recommends pocket money for young children.  
“Allow your child to make mistakes with their money 
form a young age.” 
“If they buy something cheap and nasty that breaks 
soon after they buy it, they will learn they get what they 
pay for,” says Kilby.  “They will realise that if they don’t 
buy something today, they can build up their money 
and buy something that will last.”

Blair Athol is now registered with Asthma SA as an 
asthma friendly school in an effort to increase 
awareness of asthma to the school and also the wider 
community.  Asthma affects 1 in 6 children and 1 in 9 
adults and is the number one reason for children seeing 
a doctor and losing time from school.   
The presence of one or more of the following 
symptoms may be suggestive of asthma: 

• Shortness of breath. 
• Wheezing sound when breathing out. 
• Chest tightness. 
• A dry, irritating, persistent cough, particularly at 

night, early morning or with exercise. 
What would an asthma attack look like? 
 
Mild attack 

• Cough, soft wheeze. 
• Minor difficulty breathing. 
• No difficulty in speaking in sentences. 

 
Moderate attack 

• Persistent cough, loud wheeze. 
• Obvious difficulty breathing. 
• Able to speak in short sentences only. 

 
Severe attack 

• Very distressed and anxious. 
• Gasping for breath. 
• Unable to speak more than one or two words at 

a time. 
• Pale and sweaty. 
• May have blue lips. 

Anyone having a severe asthma attack needs urgent 
medical assistance – call for an ambulance immediately.
